In September 2008, more than 200 service
providers attended “Strategies for Success: Ending
Chronic Homelessness through Low Threshold
Housing,” a one-day conference discussing low
threshold Housing First models for people with
chronic substance abuse issues. The conference
was a partnership among the Massachusetts
Department of Public Health Bureau of Substance
Abuse Services, MHSA, Homes for Families, One
Family, Inc, and United Way of Massachusetts Bay
and Merrimack Valley.

In October 2008, more than 200 young
professionals attended the MHSA Young
Professionals Group’s first fundraising event, Join
the Housing Revolution, held at Revolution Rock
Bar in Boston. Guests enjoyed live music performed
by Chris Mathison of BearFight, raffle prizes,
delicious appetizers and complimentary Maker’s
Mark cocktails and Harpoon Brewery beer.

MHSA Physician Advocate Jessie M. Gaeta, M.D.
received the prestigious Be the Change Award

in front of an audience of 5,000 people at the
Massachusetts Conference for Women. The Be the
Change Award recognizes a woman who rises above
and beyond in the realm of community service by
shining light on an unmet need in her community.
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The Greater Lowell Interfaith Forum on
Homelessness, hosted by Christ Church United
of Lowell, The S.H.L.F.T. Coalition, Social Action
Ministries, Eliot Presbyterian Church, New
England Prison Ministries, One Family, Inc. and
the Lowell Transitional Living Center, inspired
faith communities in the Lowell area to work to end
homelessness. Lt. Governor Timothy P. Murray
and The Reverend Liz Walker gave the keynote
addresses.




In May 2009, more than 300 MHSA members,
friends and supporters gathered in the Rooftop
Ballroom of the Omni Parker House Hotel for Home
for Good: Join the Housing Revolution, the sixth
annual MHSA awards and fundraising event.

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MIHSA ACCOMPLISHMENTS

ADVOCACY

The passage of Article 87, which moved homeless
shelter programs from the Department of
Transitional Assistance (DTA) to the Department
of Housing and Community Development
(DHCD), helping to forward housing-based
solutions to homelessness.

The maintenance of Home & Healthy for Good
as its own line item (now line item 7004-0104),
separate from the shelter services line item.
This ensures a dedicated source of funding
specifically for permanent supportive housing
for chronically homeless individuals. The line
item retains its emphasis on rigorous program
evaluation and performance-based outcomes.

PROGRAMMATIC

As of June 2009, 388 people were provided
housing with supportive services through
Home & Healthy for Good.

The housing retention rate of Home & Healthy
for Good participants is 84 percent.

The state Office of Medicaid formal analysis of
Home & Healthy for Good participants’ medical
billing claims data shows a 67 percent reduction
in Medicaid costs post-housing, or an annual
savings of more than $17,500 per person.
Annual Medicaid costs per person plummeted
from $26,124 pre-housing to $8,500 post-
housing.

95 percent of Journey to Success tenants have
remained housed for at least one year after
program entry

88 percent of Journey to Success tenants have
maintained or increased their income levels
since entering the program
