Appleseed Recordings is a record label whose mission is to advance social justice through music.  It has partnered with UMass Boston’s Give US Your Poor public education campaign to help end homelessness to create the benefit CD: Give US Your Poor: 17 New Recordings to Help End Homelessness.  The CD features artists from around the country that are or were homeless as well as celebrity musicians.  The celebrities that contributed to this CD include Bruce Springsteen, Jon Bon Jovi, Natalie Merchant, Bonnie Raitt, Sweet Honey in the Rock, Keb’ Mo’, Jewel, Pete Seeger, Tim Robbins, Danny Glover, Michelle Shocked, Madeleine Peyroux, Buffalo Tom, John Sebastian, and Sonya Kitchell.  The Cd features 17 new recordings plus 2 previously released tracks.  Besides many new songs, there is a short audio documentary featuring interviews with homeless people.

Besides benefiting the Give US Your Poor campaign, CDs are made available at cost to homeless organizations to be used as fundraising tools, thank you gifts, etc.  You may charge whatever you like, or perhaps give them as thank you gifts to donors, volunteers, board members, staff.  The Cd is available at cost of $7 (it retails for $17.98).  You may decide to sell for $20 or 25 keeping the profit of $13 or $18 per CD.  Also as an organization addressing homelessness you need not put any money up front (just postage for your order).  Simply order what you think you need (up to 30 at a time), send the completed order form with postage of $5 per box of 30 CDs or less, Appleseed Recordings will send the box out, you sell what you like, then send payment for the cost of each CD, or return the unsold CDs.  If you need more we’ll keep sending another box of 30 as needed.

Who: Non-profit organization that serves homeless people or works to alleviate homelessness

What: New celebrity and homeless artist benefit CD available to be used as a fundraising tool for your organization with no money up front, pay the at cost rate after you have sold CDs or simply return CDs.  

Where: Anywhere in the world.  The CD is being released internationally.

When: Orders may be placed from September 9, 2007 onward.

Why: To raise awareness of your work addressing homelessness, raise money to support that work, and/or thank supporters of your organization.

Questions about the CD for homeless organizations

What if we need more than 30 for a big event?  Call us.
Who pays for postage?  The ordering organization.
Why is the CD $7?  The CD costs include printing, manufacturing for each CD, mechanical royalties that go to any homeless or formerly homeless songwriter on the CD.  It also includes a portion to promote the CD in the national news media, and a small percentage of recording costs.

Aren’t you taking a risk no charging any money up front?  Yes.  Appleseed knows though that many organizations might not have the luxury to put those costs up front.  The label wants to create no risk for the organization to use this to make money for the homeless organization.

How is the CD being promoted?  The Music business PR firm Shore Fire Media is promoting the CD nationally in music print, general news print, TV, radio, and Internet.  They handle PR for many major artists including Bruce Springsteen.  The CD is also being used at local fundraising events in multiple cities in partnership with the Finding Grace Initiative.

Does the $7 per CD profit either Appleseed Recordings or Give US Your Poor at UMass Boston?  No, these are just the costs for the CD development, nothing extra.
